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Chord Progressions Part 6 - Root Position Triads in Minor Keys 
If we take the notes of the A harmonic minor scale and, using only notes within A harmonic minor 
(including the raised 7th), add notes a 3rd and a 5th above each scale note, we will have created 
all the root position triads in the A harmonic minor scale. 

The following exercise shows all these root position triads in the A harmonic minor.
