• Practising singing the tonic triads of C, F and G Major scales melodically (as on page 17) can 
be added to the harmony practice regime.

Combinations of semiquavers and quavers are taught in this lesson. In addition the dotted 

crotchet and concept of the dot  are also taught.

18, will emphasise that a dotted crotchet lasts for one crotchet plus one quaver.
